SYNC DOCUMENTATIONS 

The sync files are used to sync MySQL data from local host to server and server to localhost respectively 

The Local_to_server_sync folder only handles local to server syncing and the server_to local folder only handles server to local syncing. 

MYSQL

both the remote server (online database) and localhost will have a table called sync_log to keep track 
Of changes between the two parties 
Fig.1. Sync_log table
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After update the values in the single row should match for between the local and online server

FOLDER STRUCTURE
Both server folders will have a sync.php and DAO.php files and SERVER folder  
the SERVER folder will be located on the online remote server regardless if you are pull to local or remote,  URL.
e.g.

The sync file and DAO file should be placed in URL in localhost server where they will be invoked.
the target file will be sync.php.

INVOKING SYNC FILE 
In the case where the file needs to be invoked automatically, use windows task scheduler  

steps.
1. open task scheduler
2. right click on task scheduler library and choose create task option. 
3. After the window opens give the task a name and switch tabs on what triggers the task and choose configuration
4. Switch to action tab click on new (a new window will pop up), on program/script input the php.exe needs to be invoked thus add address e.g.  C:\xampp\php\php.exe, on the Start in input put the location of the folder that contains your sync.php and DAO.php  e.g. C:\xampp\htdocs\Accounting\Accounting\SYNC, on the add argument input put the name of the sync file starting with “-f “ to indicate that it’s a file e.g. -f sync.php
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
